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Use of Hindi only
for Hindi-speaking
states: Government

New Delhi, June 20: Seek-
ing to put alid on the contro-
versy over its two circulars,
government today said use
of Hindi on social media is
only for states speaking the
language and is not being
imposed on non-Hindi-speak-
ing states.

"Use of Hindi on Govern-
ment of India’s social media
platforms is only for Hindi-
speaking states... Hindi is
not being imposed on non
Hindi-speaking states," an
official spokesperson said.

"Existing policy on
Hindi reiterated for offi-
cial social media plat-
forms," the spokesperson
said. The clarification
came after two Home Min-
istry circulars seeking to
promote official language
Hindi in the social media
triggered a row with Tamil
Nadu Chief Minister J
Jayalalithaa, two of BJP's
allies and DMK opposing
it strongly.

Congress and CPI(M) also
criticised the move.

The Home Ministry's offi-
cial language department
had issued a circular on
May 27 asking all Ministries
and Departments, public

sector undertakings and
banks to give prominence to
Hindi on official accounts in
social media. "...All officers
and employees who operate
official accounts on Twitter,
Facebook, Blogs, Google,
Youtube should use Hindi
and English languages.
Prominence should be given
to Hindi," Director, official
language, Avadesh Kumar
Mishra, wrote in the direc-
tive. Another circular had
announced prize money of
Rs 2,000 to two employees
who do their official work
mostly in Hindi. Rs 1,200
and Rs 600 will be given to
the second and third position
holders respectively.

The circulars were
slammed by various quar-
ters, particularly Tamil
Nadu parties. Shooting off
a letter to Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, Jayalalithaa
termed the move as "against
the letter and spirit" of the
Official Languages Act, 1963,
and said the "highly sensi-
tive issue" caused "disquiet"
to the people of Tamil Nadu
"who are very proud of and
passionate about their lin-
guistic heritage".

Social media by their very

nature were not only acces-
sible to all persons on the
internet but were meant to
be a means of communica-
tion to persons living in all
parts of India, including
those in 'Region C', she said.

"People located in 'Region
C' with whom the Govern-
ment of India's communica-
tion needs to be in English,
will not have access to such
public information if it is not
in English. This move would
therefore be against the
letter and spirit of the Offi-
cial Languages Act, 1963,"
she said.

DMK President M Karu-
nanidhi, whose party had
successfully led the anti-
Hindi agitation in 1960s, had
yesterday dubbed the move
as a beginning of "imposition
of Hindi" that would make
non-Hindi speaking people
second class citizens.

The Centre's move also did
not go down well with two of
its Tamil Nadu allies as PMK
and MDMK opposed it.

Congress leader P Chid-
ambaram advised caution,
saying this has resulted in
a backlash in non-Hindi-
speaking states especially
Tamil Nadu. p1i

16 Indians evacuated
fromIraqg, 1escapes

New Delhi, June 20: Six-
teen Indians stranded in
violence-affected areas of
Iraq have been evacuated
and one of the 40 kidnapped
Indians has escaped from
captivity in Mosul town
even as government said it
was "knocking at all doors"
to rescue its citizens.

As concerns mounted for
the kidnapped Indians and
46 nurses trapped in Tikrit,
Government said it was
making all out efforts and
was in touch with a number
of countries in the region
besides Iraqi authorities to
resolve the crisis.

External Affairs Min-
istry spokesperson Syed
AKkbaruddin said the meet-
ing reviewed the "entire
dimensions" of the situation
taking into consideration all
facts and information avail-
able to the government.

"We are knocking at all

types of doors, front, back,
trapped," the MEA spokes-
person said when asked
whether negotiations had
been initiated with the mil-
itants who kidnapped the
Indians.

He said one of the kid-
napped Indians has fled
from the captors and is
in touch the embassy in
Baghdad while all those in
captivity were "safe". Eight
Indians have been moved
out of trouble-torn Baiji
while eight others, who
were working with Lanco
at its project in Anbar
were also evacuated. All
them were first brought to
Baghdad and then travelled
out of the country, said the
spokesperson. The govern-
ment is in constant touch
with the 46 nurses stranded
in Tikrit town, which was
also taken over by mili-
tants. pmi
